A word from a President 
 
Dear WRRC Members, 
Dear Officials,

Allow me to present my report more as an overview of a story that has lasted more than 45 years, 
rather than as a classical report of my work in 2025. 
 
It all started 45 years ago, in a country that no longer exists ς Yugoslavia ς where a group of young

how to learn acrobatics or how to dance properly. We were simply a bunch of crazy youngsters doing 
something new.

international event. Even the best couples had only just started to perform free somersaults, which 
looked more or less like a crazy jump over the partner. There was only one international couple 
category and, for us, the top couples looked completely unreachable. 
We should never forget this when we sometimes doubt the development of our sport. 
 
The important officials, international judges and the people who were leading everything caught my 
attention. I truly admired them, but at that time it never crossed my mind that it would be possible 
to join that group ς or even more, to become the leader of the entire federation. 
Different circumstances contributed to the fact that my dancing career did not last very long, but I 
moved on to coaching and it became my passion for the next 15 years.

completely different approach to our dance. Being the same age as Marzia, and speaking the 
language, helped us to become friends immediately.

to music ς than ever before or later. Diego helped me a lot during my later coaching years. 
In Slovenia, I quickly became a certified trainer, a national judge and the president of the 
wƻŎƪΩƴΩwƻƭƭ ǎŜŎǘƛƻƴ ǿƛǘƘƛƴ ƻǳǊ 5ŀƴŎŜ{ǇƻǊǘ CŜŘŜǊŀǘƛƻƴΦ 
At the beginning of the 1990s, I passed my WRRC judging exam and judged numerous events every 
year. 
I joined the WRRC Sport Commission and spent long hours in meetings in Lyon, where we often spent 
more time translating between different languages than actually discussing improvements. 
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I quickly realized that I loved this kind of work and that I could contribute to the development of our 
federation with my skills. 
The junior categories were introduced in the end of 1980s and they brought many challenges: what 
is allowed, what is not, how rules should be written in the SL3 system. You have to understand that 
at that time we could only discuss these matters face to face at meetings, or by exchanging videos ς 
most of them recorded by Robert Esteban. 
Somehow my expertise and judging level became recognized all over Europe, because I judged many 
national championships, took part as a coach in training camps across Europe, and I truly loved it. 
 
You may wonder why I am writing all this, and why it is important. Believe me ς it is. 
 
I came to the General Meeting in 2000 as a delegate from Slovenia, without any expectations. I was 
approached immediately and asked whether I would be willing to run for Vice President of WRRC. 
Of course not, was my answer ς because at that time nobody really knew what a Vice President of 
WRRC actually did.

This was a completely different question. This was the job I wanted. 
I was elected to the Presidium and served six years as Sport Director. 
I did my best to refresh the SL structure, to bring more order into the chaos, to introduce the 
observers, to create new types of events, and to make changes in the education and examination 
system for judges. Of course, not alone, but together with other Presidium members and people from 
Sport commission. 
 
I am very proud of those years in WRRC, but they did not come for free. 
I soon realized that it was not easy to combine my responsibilities as a WRRC official with my other 
activities as an international judge and coach. If you truly want to be impartial and objective, you 
soon understand that some roles are simply incompatible. 
 
Then came a phone call ς in November 2005.

The caller was Wolfgang Steuer. 
The proposal came as a big surprise, but also as a great honor. I did not accept immediately. I needed 
time to think about it. 
 
As you know me, I am not a typical president type. I often take on tasks that normally do not belong 
to a leader. I am a person who simply wants things to be done ς and that is also why, in my 
professional life, I am a CEO and an owner, but at the same time still develop software myself. 
 
So, to say yes to becoming President is not just a decision ς it is a choice. 
A choice to start doing new things, focused on the development of our sport and of the federation 
you lead, but at the same time a choice to let go of many things you loved and that motivated you. 
As a President, you must stop all activities that could potentially lead to conflicts of interest. 
No more coaching around the world. 
No more judging at WRRC events or national events other than in your own country. 
 
One must understand that a President is always a President, no matter which event she or he attends. 
 
It is a very serious choice ς and this is why the story above is relevant. 
I had to stop doing many things I loved. And I truly want that whoever takes my seat in the future 
fully understands this reality. 
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You must choose one or the other. 
You cannot have both.  
It was a fact then, and it is still a fact today. 
 
Obviously I took that decision  and then 20 years were gone in a blink. 
 
Did I do well during my years in office? 
 
This is a question I often ask myself. I certainly tried my best, and I also know that I made some 
decisions that could be different. 
 
Since 2000, we have participated in the World Games on five occasions: 2001 Kaohsiung (TPE ς 
demonstration sport), 2005 Duisburg (GER), 2009 Kaohsiung (TPE), 2017 Wroclaw (POL) and 
2021/2022 Birmingham (USA). 
 
In addition, we expanded our international events around the globe by organizing the World

Unfortunately, our positive momentum was first stopped by the COVID-19 pandemic and later by the 
war in Ukraine. We have worked hard to return to organizing events outside Europe, but the current 
international situation makes this very challenging, and we clearly need more resources to further 
develop in this direction. 
 
Over the years, we included new disciplines in our competition program, following global 
developments in dance sport and, in particular, the growing participation of women.

Woogie, with the aim of moving closer to IOC requirements for objective and transparent judging. 
This system is based on absolute marking and excludes direct comparison between competitors. We 
have continuously worked on improving it, and over the last two years the joint efforts of the Sport 
/ƻƳƳƛǎǎƛƻƴ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜ WǳŘƎƛƴƎ /ƻƳƳƛǎǎƛƻƴ ƘŀǾŜ ǊŜǎǳƭǘŜŘ ƛƴ ŀ ƴŜǿ ǾŜǊǎƛƻƴ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ wƻŎƪΩƴΩwƻƭƭ bŜǿ 
Judging System, which will be submitted for confirmation at the AGM and implemented starting in 
2027. 
 
One of our major strategic projects was expansion. Our objective was to find new ways to attract 
dancers from new countries. The project started very well, and we had funding, motivation and 
dedicated people working on it. However, we were not able to take the next step after introducing 
only a single couple from a new nation. Today, this work has become even more difficult, as the 
competing WFADS federation has taken over our couples and integrated them into its own structure. 
How we can effectively respond to this situation is not easy to answer. At first glance, it seems that 
financial resources play a decisive role. How can we deal with them is a million dollar question. The 
resources and big background support are in their favor, but we have the structure, NOC recognition 
of our member federations, WADA compliance, WDSF membership and IOC connection via them, the 
competition structure for many disciplines and many dancers. Perhaps some answers will come in 
the future. 
 
The additional activities between 2015 and 2020 were also possible thanks to sponsorship support. 
Unfortunately, a large part of this funding came from Russia, and after 2021 our budget was reduced 
significantly, as we have not yet been able to attract new long-term partners. 
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We are here for the dancers, and my basic motivation has always been to ask what we can do and 
how we can improve in order to enable everyone to practice our sport in the best possible conditions. 
Because I have served in different roles, I have always been aware that the same event can look very 
different from the perspectives of officials, dancers, coaches, organizers and spectators. I therefore 
tried to listen carefully to all of them. At the same time, I learned that the expectations of one group 
are often in contradiction with those of another. Even more challenging is the fact that the same 
person can express a completely different opinion depending on the role he or she holds at the 
moment of the discussion. How to balance between different interest groups is always a question! 
 
Many times the challenges  are also connected with the fact that the information flow inside a 
member federation is not good enough and not everyone is familiar with the valid rules and decisions.  
 
So, in view of all these challenges, I kindly ask you to support the Presidium, to propose solutions, 
and not only to criticize what you feel is not working.

without clearly defining what exactly should be done. In my view, these are not real motions. A 
motion should contain a clear and concrete proposal for how a specific challenge should be 
addressed. 
 
Of course, over the past 26 years there have been many meetings. Until the COVID pandemic, all of 
them were held in person, which was very time-consuming for everyone involved. I personally 
appreciate online meetings very much, but I strongly believe that one or two meetings per year 
should still be held in person, because the quality of discussion and cooperation is on a completely 
different level. 
 
During our meetings, we have taken important strategic decisions, but we have also had to spend a 
lot of time dealing with minor issues, often simply because people are not familiar with the rules or 
do not follow them. I therefore kindly ask everyone to read the minutes, to study the amended 
regulations and documents, and to stay informed. Only in this way can the Presidium receive 
constructive feedback and focus on real challenges. 
 
A special and very important topic is our cooperation with the WDSF. We need to find our position 
within their very large DanceSport structure. I sincerely wish the new President every success in this 
task, because we, as WRRC, represent only a small part of their overall activities. Being a WDSF 
Presidium member brings another set of tasks to be done, but on the other hand gives us the option 
to influence some decision and speak about important topics directly with the leaders of WDSF. 
 
Over the years, many people have joined and left the Presidium. What I have learned is that the most 
important thing is to keep the big picture in mind, not to be sidetracked by the interests of one group 
or another, and, above all, to speak openly and honestly within the Presidium. However, once a 
decision is taken, it must be understood and presented as a collective Presidium decision τ not as 
mine or yours individually. 
 
Perhaps in the future we should also reconsider the proposal from France to elect a team rather than 
seven individual members, who may not always be the best combination to work effectively together. 
 
Last but no least at the end of 2025 we finally managed to establish the WRRC athletes commission 
and elect our first Chair of the AC: 
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I would like to thank everyone with whom I have worked over these years. Together, we have all 
contributed to the development of our sport. There are far too many people to mention by name, 
and I sincerely hope that at least some of you will continue this important work. I will not disappear 
τ I remain available and ready to help whenever needed, I will also still act as official on competitions 
τ but the time has come for me to focus on new challenges. 
 
I also hope that you will choose the new Presidium wisely, taking into account the challenges and 
choices I have outlined above. These do not concern only the President. Other Presidium members 
should also be willing, when necessary, to step back from some of their own activities in order to 
avoid being overly influenced by particular interest groups. 
 
It is always about the team, not just one person. This is essential. The entire Presidium must share 
the same overall vision. Different ideas and different approaches to achieving our goals are, of course, 
welcome τ but without a common destination, it is simply not possible to move forward effectively. 
 
I hope that in the years ahead, our dancers, our community, and our federation continue to grow, 
thrive, and reach new heights.

Marketing and Expansion 
 
 
 Dear Members, Dear Delegates,  
 
This past year has been challenging in the areas of Marketing and Expansion. It has also demonstrated 
the importance of maintaining a long-term perspective. We all know that WRRC needs to grow τ to 
increase the number of dancers, to welcome more countries as members of the federation, and, with

Initiatives  
 
WRRC still aims to become part of The World Games (TWG). This has been one of our important 
initiatives throughout the year. As stated in the statutes, VP Communication and VP Education are 
linked to the Marketing and Expansion projects. Beginning this year, we established a roadmap 
guiding us back toward TWG participation. At the last AGM, we also held a very productive workshop, 
identifying common initiatives for all members.  
 
Unfortunately, few responded to the calls regarding Dual Citizenship (competing for another country) 
or the possibility of support for university projects.

Formation category. Together with VP Communication, a high-quality promotional video has been 
produced.  
 
One channel expected to be particularly fruitful is collaboration with members of the World 
DanceSport Federation (WDSF). However, this has proven difficult, even though WDSF has 
encouraged its members to also join our federation. Meetings, discussions, agreements and joint 
intentions with WDSF members at their AGM were very promising, but maintaining contact 
afterwards has presented significant challenges.  
 
Regardless of careful planning, good ideas and strong intentions, reality often shows something 
different, and new ways of working are needed. Nevertheless, hard work usually pays off in the end. 
I sincerely hope τ and believe τ that this will also be the case for WRRC. 
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Requirements  
 
To succeed with the different projects, what is truly needed are the right people to work with τ 
individuals with passion and commitment, who want our sport to grow. Of course, financial resources 
help, but money cannot be the primary motivation for working with expansion and marketing. Such 
people are rare and difficult to find in new countries.  
 
As mentioned earlier, the Boogie Woogie Commission, with its deep knowledge of the scene, dancers 
and trainers, and its focus on sports activities, makes it somewhat easier to identify new countries 
and continents for development. There is no similar group ƻǊ ŎƻƳƳƛǎǎƛƻƴ ƛƴ wƻŎƪΩƴΩwƻƭƭΣ ǿƘƛŎƘ ƳŀƪŜǎ 
this work more challenging. The wish for the future is to find a similar structure to make work easier.  
 
I would like to conclude this report by thanking the BW Commission for their work and contributions.  
 
I also want to express my gratitude to the dedicated RR and BW representatives from Canada, 
Australia, China and Ukraine for their efforts in helping build a larger WRRC. They are the ones actively 
working and planning in new countries and continents.  
 
Finally, I want to thank the Presidium members for being my daily partners in the expansion work. 
Without their support, I would not have had the opportunity to connect with countries and trainers.

PR and Communications 
 
During the reporting period, the activities of the Vice President of Communication were focused on 
the further development and professionalism of WRRC communication, with particular emphasis on 
digital media, visual content and support for federation structures and commissions. The year 2025 
marked a period of strengthened visibility and expanded communication activities across multiple 
platforms. 
 
Instagram and Facebook remained the core communication channels of WRRC. Over the analyzed 
period, WRRC content generated more than 2.3 million views, while account reach increased by over 
37%. High interaction levels confirmed strong engagement among existing followers, demonstrating 
a stable and loyal community, while increased reach indicated improved visibility among new 
audiences. 
 
A major strategic step in 2025 was the launch of the official WRRC TikTok channel. This platform was

social media. A selection process was organized to appoint a dedicated TikTok content creator, 
resulting in the choice of one person responsible for consistent and coherent content delivery. Within 
a short period, TikTok achieved strong reach and engagement results, confirming its effectiveness as 
a communication tool. 
 
Throughout the reporting period, I was involved in the preparation of video and graphic materials, 
including promotional videos for event organizers, seasonal graphics and short-form content for 
social media.

This format helped to fill important gaps in the calendar, but it is still not yet at the level we 
ultimately want. We expect that during 2026 and the following years it will develop into strong 
regional international eventsτserving both as an entry platform for new WRRC competitors and as 
valuable preparation events for World Cups and World and European Championships for our top 
dancers. 
 

From the perspective of number of events, the year was also demanding. We delivered 3

The Sports Commission completed the final coordination steps for the NJS 2027 with the 
national member federations. Based on the feedback and suggestions received, the Commission 
prepared the final proposal package, which will be shared with national members as a release 
candidate for additional review. As communicated in our announcements, we believe this new 
system can make our sport more accessible to new dancers, while also becoming more attractive and 
understandable to a wider audience beyond our established community.

events, we saw five formations from four countries, which is an important sign of renewed 
international engagement. We aim to continue this trend this year and have worked to secure 
continuity and visibility for these formations at the most important competitions. 
 

Judges education continued with a strong focus on improving quality and strengthening 
evaluation processes within the Judging Commission. We look forward to implementing judge 
classification based on evaluation, as we believe it will create an additional incentive for higher 
performance standards and safer, cleaner execution. The Boogie Woogie Commission worked 
intensively throughout the year and successfully introduced new judges, expanding the judging pool 
ŀǾŀƛƭŀōƭŜ ŦƻǊ ŜǾŜƴǘǎΦ wƻŎƪΩƴΩwƻƭƭ ƧǳŘƎŜǎ ŜȄŀƳƛƴŀǘions were postponed to next year in line with the 
planned rollout of the new judging system. Judge appointments for the season were completed 
according to the Presidium decision, in cooperation with the Judging Commission, and this approach 
proved effective by ensuring consistent judging quality across all competitions. 
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One of our key strategic goals remains a return to the World Games. During the year, we 

received a request from WDSF to provide the necessary information to support the nomination of RR 
Main Class Free Style for the upcoming World Games in Germany. Working together with German 
federation, this is an important and expected step, but it also highlights the critical requirement we 
must meet: demonstrating sufficient participation across countries and continents at our events. We 
hope that in 2026 we will move in the right direction and achieve this highly important objective. 
 

I would like to sincerely thank, first and foremost, our dancers, who are the core of the entire 
WRRC system; our coaches, without whom there are no athletes; and all our officials in every role, 
who ensure that competitions are conducted according to the rules and under equal conditions for 
everyone. Thank you all. 
 

As Mirjam and I also carried the responsibilities of the Office during the year, I would like to 
express special thanks to her, and also to all Presidium members. We handled all requests and tasks 
regularly and consistently. I hope we provided national federations with the support they deserve, 
and that we can continue this strong cooperation in the future.

Legal Affairs 
 
Due to the departure of the previous VP Legal Affairs, the position on the Presidium was vacant and 
was newly appointed by the AGM in 2025. 
 
I had the great honor of receiving the delegates' vote of confidence. 
 
After some technical issues regarding access authorization, I was able to familiarize myself with the 
subject matter from June 2026 onwards and continue the work of my predecessor, Patrice de la Torre. 
 
My first task was to adapt the BW Regulations due to some ambiguities and misunderstandings, and 
to delineate and clarify the definitions of acrobatics contained therein. 
 
Furthermore, the BW Regulations had to be adapted with regard to reducing the number of figures 
in the slow rounds.

This could be implemented immediately at the WC Final in Krakow and leads to an important 
consideration of the interests of our athletes. 
 
In addition to maintaining the regulations, the main task, due to the current geopolitical situation, 
was to assess the participation of various athletes registered in the WRRC, especially from France, in 
WFASD tournaments and to make a decision regarding their further participation in WRRC 
tournaments. 
 
In doing so, I had to deal with decisions of the French National Olympic Committee (CNOSF) and 
rulings of the European Court of Law. 
 
This task was very demanding and had to be carried out carefully in order to reconcile the interests 
of the WRRC on the one hand and the needs of the sport on the other. 
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Although the decision also attempted to establish a regulation for the future, it is necessary, after 
dancers from the French federation again participated in WFADS tournaments in December, to 
demand compliance with the WRRC rules and to take appropriate measures. 
I think this issue will continue to significantly influence the work of the VP Legal Affairs. 
In this context, close cooperation with our esteemed colleagues at the WDSF is absolutely essential. 
 
In the course of my work in legal affairs, I have determined that a further revision of the existing rules 
is necessary. The aim must be to create rules that appropriately represent our sport and are clear, 
understandable, and logically structured for all involved ς dancers, coaches, officials, as well as 
external parties and individuals. 
 
I look to the challenges of the coming years with great optimism and hope that I can continue to 
dedicate my skills and energy to our sport.

Please note that we have new claims for each category, which you can 
find on our website. 
  
For the international members I want to remind you that all our invoices to you are in the registration 
software. So please check them and pay them on time. 
This will help all of us to have a better overview of all our invoices. 
 
WRRC address is still in Switzerland even if the presidium members have their own addresses, our 
main address stays in Switzerland.

Education 
 
 

During my term as Vice President Education of the World Rock'n'Roll Confederation, I focused  
on making education and judging support more practical and based on real competition situations. 
WRRC has many rules in many places and also expert commissions. The challenge is not that the rules 
or commissions do not exist. The challenge is to deliver the commissions' expert outputs quickly, 
clearly, and in a unified way to the people who need them in practice: judges, observers, and coaches. 
My goal was not to change the commissions' competences, but to build a practical bridge between 
their work and daily competition reality. 

 
In this spirit, we developed and launched a basic education app. The app allows users to 

practice rules and competition situations through practical questions and model examples, using 
videos and images and giving immediate feedback. The app can be used by judges, observers, and 
coaches. During the period, I also cooperated with the Boogie Woogie section, and their model 
examples, correct solutions, and explanations are also included in the app, so the same method can 
be used across disciplines. The content of the app must be added and updated continuously. In the 
future, we can think about a more advanced version, but because I currently finance the development 
and operation from my own resources, this is a basic and functional version focused on practical use. 

 
In parallel, I felt it was important for WRRC to have one clear and long-term archive that 

represents our sport and can also be used for education and analysis. Therefore, we built a video 
archive. For internal commission work, we also have recordings from all rounds of selected 
competitions. Publicly, we publish only the finals on YouTube - the best part that represents WRRC. 
In the 'Final Gallery' we published final videos from 17 WRRC competitions over the last three years, 
with more than 1000 videos in total. The full list of playlists is in the annex. Not all Boogie Woogie 
competitions could be processed in full, mainly due to capacity and financial limits, because this part 
was funded from private resources. 

 
The key benefit of this work is that it creates a practical channel to bring commission outputs 

into real practice. The WRRC Judge Commission selects disputed situations from competitions and 
defines the correct rule interpretation and the reference judging solution. These cases can then be 
used effectively at seminars and also continuously as practical examples. The WRRC Sports 
Commission decides on questions from practice - for example, checking acrobatic elements, limits, or 
possible exceptions. These decisions must be clearly communicated back to coaches and observers 
and kept as reference cases for the future. For the best long-term impact, the next important step is 
to ensure regular input from the commissions, use a unified case format, and keep the content well 
structured and updated. 
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During the period, WRRC also organized an online seminar focused on practical examples and 

real judging situations, and the participating judges received a license renewal. The new app was also 
used during the seminar as a support tool for examples and feedback. Because new rules are planned 
from 2027, an in-person seminar focused on these new rules is planned during 2026, so judges can 
be trained and interpretations can be unified before the rules are used in competition practice.

 Overview of 2025

New and approved music selections for the Junior, Main 
Class, and Senior categories were successfully implemented, offering increased variety and musical 
inspiration. This development with more music hopefully will contribute positively to both 
performance quality and artistic expression during the competition season in 2026.  
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Regulations & Structure  
 
The Boogie Woogie regulations are well established and clearly understood by dancers, trainers, and 
judges. The rules successfully balance technical complexity with stylistic freedom. Consequently, only 
minor adjustments were required during 2025, ensuring continuity and stability within the 
competitive framework.  
 
Appreciation  
 
We would like to sincerely thank all participants in the 2025 competition season. Special 
congratulations go to the World Champions, as well as to dancers representing new countries and 
continents who contributed to the diversity and development of our sport.  
 
Objectives & Action Plans for Boogie Woogie 2026  
 
Judges  
 
Judge education and support will remain a key priority in 2026. The year will begin with a live seminar 
for licensed judges, including license renewals and examinations. We aim to further develop our post-
competition analysis and feedback processes, as well as the overall training system, to ensure more 
continuous, transparent, and consistent evaluation. Strengthened communication will remain a key 
focus, with structured meetings held during the same week as each competition, supporting 
alignment, shared understanding, and long-term development among international judges. 
 
Rising Stars  
 
The Rising Stars category continues to play an important role in the development of Boogie Woogie, 
offering beginner-level dancers and socially experienced dancers a clear and accessible pathway into 
competitive dancing. In 2026, we will continue to seek additional event organizers and encourage 
both large and smaller competitions to include this category, and we strongly hope for active support 
from our member countries in making this initiative a success. 
 
Boogie Woogie Formations  
 
We are also working to restore activity levels and reintroduce competitions in the Boogie Woogie 
Formation category. In this context, we hope for strong interest from event organizers in including 
this category in their competitions, as well as active participation from a growing number of 
formation teams.  
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Expansion  
 
Expansion remains a core objective for the Boogie Woogie Commission in 2026. This work will 
continue in close cooperation with the Vice-President for Expansion, and we would like to thank Lena 
Arvidsson for her valuable work in this area over the past year. We will actively invite dancers, 
trainers, and organizers with ideas, networks, and motivation to contribute to the continued global 
development of Boogie Woogie and to inspire increased participation in WRRC competitions.  
 
On behalf of the Boogie Woogie Commission, I would like to express my sincere gratitude to all 
dancers, trainers, judges, and the WRRC Presidium for their engagement and contributions 
throughout 2025.

Music Commission 

 
 
 In 2025, the Music Commission was composed of Szymon SZPULECKI, Petr LUKAVSKY, and Nicolas 
GRILLET. The commission worked continuously from March to November, reviewing a total of 499 
musical pieces.  
Overall, the submitted works generally met the technical criteria and were of satisfactory quality. 
However, approximately 20% were rejected.  
We emphasize that the rejection of a piece is never taken lightly; our approach is guided by objectivity 
and fairness for all participants.  
 
Key Findings and Challenges in 2025:

pieces that feature a characteristic rhythm: a 4-beat measure with two accented drums.  
Unfortunately, some submissions did not meet these requirements, either due to the absence of 
drums or an unsuitable rhythm.  
These criteria will remain in effect for 2026; it is therefore imperative that nations comply with them,

2. Sound Quality  
 
We are aware that not all participants are specialists and that mixing cannot always be performed 
under professional conditions.  
Nevertheless, some pieces were rejected due to insufficient sound quality, which negatively impacted 
the image of organizers at events in Geneva or Montélimar.  
We strongly recommend adhering to the provided technical guidelines.  
 
3. Duration of Pieces  
 
Many rejections were due to non-compliance with regulatory durations:  
ω Intro duration: limited to 15 or 30 seconds depending on the category, with no exceptions.

ω Total duration of RR Music: for the relevant categories, it is common for submitted pieces to 
be at the limit of the authorized RR music duration, leading to confusion and rejections.  
 
We recommend adding a safety margin when editing music.  
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In summary, to avoid rejection, it is essential to be well-informed about the regulations before 
creating a mix and to allow for a margin in both the introduction and RR music durations. 
 
Submission Deadlines  
 
Too many pieces are submitted at the last minute, which significantly complicates the validation 
process (up to 70-80 pieces to process in a single week).  
Additionally, some pieces are validated after the registration deadline and then modified in the 
system, which is unacceptable.  
We have also observed that many nations do not have a national music commission or anything 
similar; submissions are therefore handled by coaches or clubs.  
It is not the responsibility of the international federation to validate a piece for the first time.  
We therefore recommend that each nation first validate pieces at the national level before submitting 
them internationally.  
 
Objectives for 2026  
 
After analyzing the 2025 season, the Music Commission sent a series of proposals to the WRRC 
Presidium on 29/10/2025 for 2026 and beyond, aimed at improving the current system.  
No response has been received from the Presidium.  
Nevertheless, we hope that progress will be evident in 2026 and announce that we will be more 
demanding regarding the audio quality of submitted music.

Judging Commission 
 
 
The Judging Commission was mainly working on two topics in 2025: (1) further development of new 
judging system with a focus on the dance part for couples and formations and (2) analysis of actual

The initial proposal for the update of judging the dance was developed in late 2024. This proposal 
underwent thorough discussion and alignment with the presidium in early 2025 before being 
presented for the first time at the AGM 2025. The key features of the updated judging system include 
a clear separation between technical value and execution at all levels, more precise selection options 
for judges on their tablets, the removal of bonus points, and a simplified approach for preliminary 
rounds. Throughout the year, the commission reviewed and discussed detailed feedback from 
national federations regarding the proposed changes. This feedback was carefully considered and 
incorporated, leading to a revised version of the judging system presented to the presidium by the 
end of 2025. 
 
For the 2025 competitions the scoring patterns of judges were thoroughly analyzed. The primary 
objective was to enhance transparency for judges and provide a foundation for self-reflection and 
individual development. The commission identified the most common and frequent deviations in 
scoring and developed relevant materials to address these findings at the 2026 judges seminar. As

of the observed performance is essential to reduce discrepancies. We try to support self-learning but

Outlook 2026: assuming acceptance of the improved rules by the AGM the focus will be on 
preparation of respective training materials for the seminars to come in late 2026. 
 
I would like to express my heartfelt thanks to my fellow commission members ς Dragana Gomaz 
(CRO), Elizabeta Gruden (SLO), Filip Kocis (SVK), Mykhailo Petrenko (UKR). I look forward to our 
continued collaboration under the new presidium.
